JULY 2, 2015

Today, May 26, 2015, President Obama issued a major disaster declaration for the State of Oklahoma triggering the release of Federal funds to help people recover from the Severe Storms, Tornadoes, Straight-line Winds, and Flooding that occurred from May 5, 2015, to June 4, 2015. This disaster declaration has been amended as indicated below in bold.  Details of the disaster declaration and assistance programs are as follows:
